Taxation rates for Irish multiple retail chains should be brought in line with UK rates.

Given that retail prices ,in Ireland,compared to those in the UK are significantly higher,it is highly probable that net margins are 

significantly higher in Ireland,paid for by Irish consumers who appear to be at the receiving end of an abscence of competitive behaviour on the part of these chains.

These retailers could not argue that higher taxes would be passed on to the consumer given the tax rates,retail prices, and profit margins operating in the UK.
